K-2 (May be geared more towards 2nd grade)

Objectives:
The student will be able to:

1.  Investigate/explore topic chosen by the teacher.

2.  Examine key questions posed by the teacher.

3.  Utilize question to guide research.

4.  Implement a research methodology chosen by the teacher.

5.  Gather, organize, and analyze data using visual organizers, books, reference materials.

6.  Share results through a product chosen by the teacher.

7.  Understand evaluation by the teacher.

Materials:
Famous Women in Sports Research Project Background and Directions Sheet and Famous Women in Sports Research Project Products and Checklist Sheet (1 per student run front to back), biography books on famous women in sports, encyclopedias, arts and crafts materials

Procedure:
1.  In honor of Girls and Women in Sports Day, pairs or small groups of students can work on a research project about famous women in sports.  Each group will need to use at least one book and one encyclopedia in their research.  Students read about the famous woman and then choose one of the products to create in order to share their information.  Grade with checklist.

	Make a timeline with at least 5 events in your famous sportswoman’s life.  For each event, write what happened and the date.  Color all of the pictures.  Make sure your timeline has a title.  Present your timeline to the class.

	Make a costume in order to dress up like your famous woman in sports.  Then write down and present a 1-2 minute speech telling the class about your person.
	Make a board game about your famous woman in sports.  The game should have at least 10 questions about your person and answers.  Your gameboard should have at least 20 spaces and should be colored.  Be sure to write the rules on your gameboard.  Allow people in your class to play your game.
