Women’s History Month Scavenger Hunt Lesson for Grades K-2

Objectives:  The student will be able to:



1.  Investigate/explore topic chosen by the teacher.



2.  Examine key questions chosen by the teacher.



3.  Utilize question to guide research.



4.  Implement a research methodology chosen by the teacher.



5.  Draw valid conclusions guided by the teacher.



6.  Practice questioning skills to discover new knowledge in groups.

Materials:
one copy of scavenger hunt questions per student, three copies of scavenger hunt answers

Procedure:
1.  While the students are not in the room or while they have their eyes closed, cut up the scavenger hunt answers and hide them throughout the room.


2.  Break the class up into groups of three or four.  Tell the students that they will be working on a scavenger hunt as a group.  They will hunt around the room to try to find the answers to the questions on their sheets.  Each individual can only remove one clue at a time.  They can share their answers with members of their group only.  Then they need to replace the answer in the exact spot they found it before finding another answer.  They should record the name of the famous person on their question sheets.  Give the students a certain amount of time.  Go over the answers and see which group had the most correct answers.  You may want to reward the winning group with a prize.

4.  Gather, organize, and analyze data using primary and secondary resources, reference materials, interviews, and electronic media.

5.  Interpret data to draw valid conclusions.

6.  Demonstrate questioning skills individually/group to discover new knowledge.

Materials:
one copy of scavenger hunt questions per student, access to the media center and/or computers with Internet

Procedure:
1.  Individually or with a partner, students can use the Internet, the biography section of the media center, or encyclopedias to find the answers to the scavenger hunt questions.  Give students a time limit (45-60 minutes suggested).  At the end of the time limit, go over the answers.  You may want to have a prize for the individual or group that had the most answers correct within the time limit.
